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Open your Word for Windows software.
Click on Tools, Macro, Security and the following dialog box will appear. 
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Select the Medium option button. 
Click the Trusted Publishers tab and select both checkboxes as shown below.
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Click OK and close out of Word for Windows.
Reopen Word for Windows and you are now ready to create a PPM document.
